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PERFORMANCE-IN-PRACTICE REVIEW LABELS

Within the accreditation process, the NMACME verifies that a provider meets the NMACME’s accreditation expectations in practice through a review of materials used in the planning and implementation of individual CME activities or groups of activities and materials used in the administration of a CME program. Use labels, arrows, highlighting or other methods to make explicit where in the activity there is evidence of compliance.
